Building Guidelines (Summarized from Bylaws) 
1. Recreational Vehicles and Park Models:

* Recreational Vehicles must be no older than 12 year of age and Park Models no 
older than 18 years of age unless Owner receives board approval.


* Recreational Vehicles that are conversions must approved by the Board.


* Recreational Vehicles and Park Models must be kept clean, maintained and 
used in accordance to the Manufacturer's instructions.


* Park Models not to exceed 538 Sqft


* Recreational Vehicles or Park Models must be located no closer than 6.0 meters 
from either pin adjacent to the Common Property roadway or front boundary of 
the unit, no closer than 6 meters away from rear boundary unless approved by the 
board.

2. Accessory Structures:
Accessory Structures mean Arizona or Sun Room, Firewood Storage Box, Gazebo and Storage Sheds. No more than 2 Accessory Structures in total may be placed on Lot. Only 1 Arizona or Sun Room, and no more than 1 of any other Structure to be placed on the Lot. Accessory Structures are to be constructed of maintenance free materials and be of color and quality consistent or similar to Recreational Vehicle or Park Model and meet the provincial and municipal standards and build codes.


Arizona or Sun Rooms:


* Maximum square footage to be 560 sqft


* Height shall not exceed the height of either the eave or the roof line of the 
Recreational Vehicle or Park Model to which the room is attached to.

* May be constructed of manufactured metal, vinyl or wood with windows of 
glass, plexi-glass or similar material of a design and color approved by the Board.


* Must be maintenance free. Wood frame rooms are to be sided with maintenance 
free material such as vinyl, aluminum siding and approved by the Board.


Total area of the windows for each outside wall must be within 10% of the 
maximum allowable total surface for windows.


* Windows to be 24 inches in width.


* Gables on Room which are attached to any Park Model Shall be roofed with 
same color and style as the Park Model.

* The first 36 inches measured from the floor may be of solid construction.


* All construction must meet with current government building codes.


* No interior walls within the room.


* Arizona Rooms shall not be heated or cooled by use of electricity.


Firebox Storage Sheds:


* Not exceed 4 feet by 8 feet and 6 inches in height with roof overhang to be 
6 inches.


Gazebos:


* Not to exceed total area of 200 sqft.


* All side walls may be screened but no fully enclosed wall will be permitted.


Storage Sheds:


* Not to exceed 200 sqft.


* Storage sheds may have one garage type door.
3. Other Improvements:

* Decks shall be wooden or vinyl and the total area shall not exceed 500 sqft excluding the steps. Deck railing shall not exceed 42 inches in height. 

* Permanent awnings must be constructed of maintenance free material. Eaves or overhangs shall be a maximum of 2 feet beyond the dimensions of the deck.

* Fences not to exceed 6 feet and be constructed of appropriate material. 

* Wind or Privacy screens not exceed 6 feet. More than one wind privacy screen is permitted but overall length to not exceed 30 feet. Lattice type construction has some guidelines.

* Skirting must be constructed of a maintenance free material.
* Tree Removal - no trees with trunk diameter exceeding 1.5 inches unless board approval.

* Planting flowers, bushes, and trees are permitted as long as bylaws are followed.  

* TV antennas are permitted as long as they are supplied with the Recreational Vehicle or Park Model. Satellite dishes cannot exceed 36 inches in diameter.

**The total site coverage of all accessory structures, other improvements and the Recreational Vehicle or Park Model must not cover more than 50% of the total surface area of the lot unless approved by the Board.

***It will be up to the Owner to know and understand that this is just a guideline and Bylaws should be read and understood by the Owner with regards to any development.
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
